	Injury/Illness
	Environmental

	Catastrophic 
	Multiple fatalities and/or multiple permanent disabling injuries, occupational illnesses and/or disease occurring either on site or off site from the actions of the business. Reportable to Regulatory authority. FATAL RISK 
	Catastrophic spill or release that triggers a national civil defence and/or an emergency management response. Results in prosecution and has extensive and possibly irreversible impact on receiving environment and habitats. FATAL RISK 

	Major 
	Single fatality / life threatening injury or permanent disablement through occupational illness and/or disease occurring either on site or off site from the actions of the business. Reportable to Regulatory authority. FATAL RISK
